Since the beginning of the 3'Y Wave, measures against COVID-19 have been in place across approximately four
months. As a result, the State of Emergency declaration in Gifu Prefecture has been ended as we have now
moved to “Stage 2" of the Japanese Government's framework in all criteria.

However, it is not the case that the 3" Wave itself has ended. Infection numbers have not been completely
reduced and we must remain particularly alert. We now face a season which requires severe caution as high-
infection risk events are held and the movement of people increases in the coming month, as shown by the
experiences of last year.

Measures will be revised swiftly in response to any changes in the situation with COVID-19 infections in Gifu

Prefecture, for example if the conditions are met for “Stage 3" of the Japanese Government's framework.

Continue to Thoroughly Observe the “Behaviour Changes” Requested of
Prefectural Residents & Business Operators

Observe the following points thoroughly, in addition to “continuing to maintain basic

infection prevention measures (masks, hand hygiene & avoiding the three Cs)”.

(1) Thoroughly avoid high infection-risk events in the spring (welcome & goodbye parties, hanami (flower-

viewing) parties and other parties involving eating & drinking etc.)

(2) Avoid or postpone graduation trips etc. (events where large scale communal eating & drinking can not

be avoided effectively)

3) Exercise careful judgement with regard to “travel between prefectures”, “outings” and “eating & drinking”.

(4) Ensure thorough implementation of infection prevention measures in eating & drinking businesses as

well as other types of business.

It is essential for both business operators and business customers to continue to thoroughly implement
infection prevention measures

The demand for a shortening of operating hours for eating & drinking businesses etc. will be ended.

(5) Continue initiatives such as work-from-home & flexible working hours to reduce the number of people in

workplaces.

(6) Restrictions on the hosting of events will continue.

O nimero de infectados nao
baixou totalmente e assim como aprendemos no ano passado, em razao do alto
risco de infeccao pelas celebragbes de primavera, sera necessario nos proximos
meses atencdes estritas pelo alto fluxo de pessoas. Igualmente, revisaremos
prontamente as medidas de acordo com as mudangas de situagdo, como um
caso dos indicadores nacionais apontarem o "Estagio 3" para a provincia.

Pinatupad ang mga COVID-19 countermeasures ng halos apat na buwan mula
nang magsimula ang 3" Wave. Bilang resulta, ang State of Emergency sa prepektura
ay tinanggal at nasa “Stage 2” na tayo sa framework na binigay ng Japanese
government.

Gayunpaman, hindi nangangahulugan na ang 3" Wave ay tapos na. Kinakailangan
manatiling maingat dahil ang bilang ng mga infected ay hindi sapat na bumaba at,
mula sa mga natutunan noong nakaraang taon, dadami ang aktibidad ng mga tao at
high- infection risk events sa susunod na buwan (spring season).

Bilang karagdagan, kung ang sitwasyon ng impeksyon sa Prepektura ay magiging
"Stage 3" sa framework na ibinigay ng Japanese government, agad naming susuriin
ang mga measures ayon sa pagbabago ng sitwasyon.

Sa mga mamamayan at negosyo sa prepektura, ipagpapatuloy
gawin ang "Behaviour Changes".

Habang ipinagpapatuloy gawin ang basic infection prevention measures
(pagsuot ng mask, handwashing, pag-iwas sa three Cs)", masusing
ipagpatuloy din ang mga sumusunod na aksyon sa ibaba :

(1) Lubusang pag-iwas sa mga Spring events na may high infection risk (welcome at
farewell party, flower- viewing (hanami) party, at anumang party na may kainan
at inuman, atbp.)

(2) Iwasan o ipagpaliban ang mga Graduation trips, atbp. (mga events na hindi
maiiwasan ang dagsaan ng mga tao para kumain o uminom)



(3) Maingat na pagpapasya sa "pagpunta sa ibang Prepektura", "paglabas-labas”,
at "kainan o inuman".
(4) Mahigpit na pagpapatupad ng mga infection prevention measures sa mga

establisyamento, lalo na sa mga negosyong may kainan at inuman.

Importante na ipagpatuloy ng mga business operators at customers na
gawin ang infection prevention measures.
Pagkansela sa pagpapaikli ng Business hours sa mga restawran, atbp.
(5) Pagpapatuloy ng mga inisyatibo tulad ng “work-from-home” at flexible working
hours para mabawasan ang bilang ng mga empleado sa opisina.
(6) Patuloy na restrictions o paghihigpit sa pagbuo ng events.
